It is the opinion of the Board of The Signalong Group that the intangible assets detailed below should be included in the financial statements.  However, this does not comply with the appropriate accounting standard FRS10 and has therefore not been included in the financial statements.





The Signalong sign vocabulary diagrams and descriptions, which are the exclusive copyright of the charity, have been developed since 1991 almost entirely by staff of the charity and form the basis of the publications and training which generate at least 85% of the charity's income.   The Board feel that the exclusion of this asset results in the value of the charity being grossly underestimated in the audited balance sheet.   Valuing the Signalong vocabulary conservatively at the cost of development since 2000, depreciated by 10% per annum to take account of replacement and improvement, would add intangible assets to the value of £151,997 to the balance sheet
